Minutes of 3/13/08 meeting
Wakefield Rail-to-Trail Committee

This meeting had no formal agenda and was basically a discussion session.
Paul Reavis presented us with an outline of the steps to be covered in the RFP process.
It will be an extremely helpful document as we move forward with the project.  Paul plans to have an RFP prepared and ready to go out as soon as the legislature approves the funding that is in the Transportation Bond Bill currently being worked on in the Massachusetts House and Senate.

There was discussion of the permits that will be needed, with Paul and Aaron Weieneth agreeing to look into whether that would be part of the RFP, or if it is up to the town (or RTT Committee) to pursue that information.  Mike Hedetniemi and Aaron could have some insight into the hydrology of the site.
The enhancements that will make this more than just a trail through some trees, were discussed.  Reedy Meadow’s varied assets—plant and bird species, terrain, possible picnic areas, etc. do make this unique and will be considered part of the overall project.  Flood mitigation will be an important aspect, as well.
We need to check on the legislative progress and the 501(c)3 status.
